The 11th annual Festival of Trees
will be held at the Village from
Thursday, November 13th to Sunday
November 16th.

The Sponsorship Team,

Hall, Gord Zimmerman,
Roberts, Rich Coulter,
Armstrong, Dave Dexter and Ron
Webb have been out knocking on
doors to get sponsors this summer.
The Sponsorship Information
package will go out to over 300
organizations on August 15th. The
number of sponsors has steadily
grown over the years, with 100 in
2005, to 140 in 2006 and 175 in
2007. One way “the team” has
increased the numbers was to
include the whole City of KL and
expand out of Bobcaygeon.

In the past, mailings to potential
sponsors were 70 per cent
Bobcaygeon, 30 per cent further
afield. Today that has changed to
40 per cent to 60 per cent
respectively. Attendance for the
Festival has grown from a few
hundred in 1997 to close to 5000.

This year there will be more that
45 decorated trees in the event, up
from 33 last year. RuthAnne
Wilson’s “decorating elves” hit the
various suppliers in mid summer and
have started dressing trees by the
last week of August.

Bruce Hobley continues as
Chairman of the FOT Committee for

the 6th year. He has done a terrific
job in growing the Festival to one of
the largest events in the City of
Kawartha Lakes.

They attended one of three
summer camps held at The Village
the weeks of July 21st and August
11th and 18th. The camps were run
by Anne Baxter, and they gave the

Anne began the program last
summer as a way to teach kids
about the past, and to also show
them there are many other ways to
play and entertain themselves away
from electronic entertainment.

“Pioneer life is everything from
washing clothes, learning about
animals, and how pioneers lived and
interacted with each other,” Anne

said. “The kids learn about
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something different to do on their
summer holidays, and about
different methods of entertainment
away from their computers,
televisions and video games.”

The camp ran for one week
last year, but was so popular that
it was expanded to the three
weeks this year. And it's been
such a success again that Anne is
already sure she’ll do it again next
summer

One participant, Kayla
Williams, said she really enjoyed
her week at the camp, and really
enjoyed learning how to bake
bread and make a number of
things the way the settlers did.

“I also really liked meeting the
other kids, and made some new
friends—some from London and
some from Ottawa who were
visiting their grandparents,” she
said.

Although the camp kept the
kids from watching TV, they were
able to have a few moments in the
spotlight as TV stars, when a story
on the camp was featured on the
local CHEX television news.

Some of the highlights included
milking a cow, making homemade
butter, learning how to make a
rope, how to make paper, washing
clothes by hand and to experience
school settler-style.

An old-style photo was also
taken of the entire group, most of

whom made an effort to dress like
a settler. The girls wore dresses,
aprons and bonnets, and the boys
wore suspenders and straw hats.

“l had such a good time,”
Kayla said. “l wish | could do it
again.”
